The following is a little bit of information on our complex and how we run tournaments.  If you would like additional information please feel free to contact one of our board members.  Thank you!!
Directions:


A quick reference point for those of you who are not familiar with the Hoyle School Complex,  the fields are located off Route 6 approximately 2 miles west of the Swansea Mall.  You can get detailed directions on our website under the “Directions/Hotel Info.” link
Field Specifics:


The Hoyle Softball Complex has 5 softball fields.  All fields are skin with a clay/sand mixture.  Field 1 is located at the top of the complex near the parking lot.  The next field down is Field 2.  The field out behind center field of 2 is Field 2B.  This field can only be used for 10 and 12U tournaments, due to the short distance to the right field fence and Field 2.  Field 3 is located near the snack shack and is the only field to have outfield fencing so far.  Field 4 is located behind field 3 in the corner near the woods.  None of the fields are enclosed and if you desire shade please bring a tarp for your dugout.  Some of our tournaments will be using the Case High School Varsity field at Brown School.  This field is a skin infield with stone dust.

Parking:


Parking should not be a problem at the tournament.  Once the school parking lot fills up we intend to use the outfield on Field 1 and Field 3.

Restroom Facilities:

There will be port-a-john’s set up near Field 2 and behind Field 3.  Depending on the School Department, the school bathrooms will be open between the hours of 9am and 2pm on Saturday and Sunday.  These bathrooms are located near Field 2.

Concessions:


Due to fire regulations no gas grills are allowed on the grounds of the complex except the ones being used at the concession stand.  Anyone caught using a grill could be issued a fine by the local Fire or Police Department.  Food will be available at the concession stand near Field 3 at reasonable prices.

T-Shirts:


If you are a collector of tournament T-shirts, then you will want to stop by the concession stand early to buy yours.  We only order a limited quantity.  If your team would like to place an order ahead of time you can save $2.00 off the price.  Minimum of 7 shirts needed to place order. Recreational Facilities:

There are tennis courts located at the complex and a playground for the children.  We don’t have a pool, but for those hot days we will try to set up a water canon for those who want to cool off after the game.
Tournament Rules & Regs

Rosters & Birth Certificate:


As is customary in ASA Tournaments, rosters and birth certificates will be collected prior to your first game.  You may pick up these items at the end of the tournament at the concession stand. 
Playing Rules:


ASA rules apply.

Game Times:


Pool play there will be a time limit of no inning can begin after 1 hour and 30 minutes.  Most of our tournaments then continue to double elimination games.  Some times single elimination games are required. Either way all games will be 1 hour and 30 minutes (except semi finals and finals) unless changed by Tournament Director.
Infield Practice:


Each team will be allowed 5 minutes of infield practice for ONLY your first game of the tournament.  Also, the nets located around the complex can be used for soft toss.  Please Do Not Use the Fence.  

Coin Flip:


Coin flip will determine home team during the pool play.  Highest seed during play-off round.  Home team will sit on the 3rd base side during play-off round.  For pool play team listed 2nd will sit on 3rd base side.

Official Score Book:


The home team will keep the official score book if an official scorer is not present.
Rain:


In case of rain Tournament Director may change format.  Also, if rain is scheduled for Sunday then teams will be required to play on Saturday afternoon & evening.

Refund:


If a team does not get to play any games they will receive 2/3 of their money back.  If a team plays only one game they will receive ½ their money back.  If a team plays two or more games they will receive no money back.
